Hunters who wish to donate venison after a 
successful deer hunt can donate from one pound to a whole deer at one of our participating 
processors, and the Chapter along with the Conservation Federation of Missouri pays the 
processing cost and distribution for whole deer donations.  During the past 26 years we have 
donated 439,594 pounds of venison to charities in central  Missouri. This program is part of the 
statewide program known as Share the Harvest.
